the Director of Transportation to procure rail grinding and related services through a negotiated
project delivery method; 10) allow departments to advertise bids on a public website and/or in a
local newspaper or periodical; 11) add a procedure upon rejection or failure of professional
services proposals and upon professional services contractor’s failure to deliver; and 12) make
various other changes and clarifications in Chapter 6.
