WHEREAS, The Office of Economic and Workforce Development proposed
sustainability efforts for regional tech apprenticeship coordination in partnership with the Bay
Area Video Coalition and Bay Area Council; and

WHEREAS, The James Irvine Foundation awarded the Office of Economic and
Workforce Development, the Northern California Apprentice Network and apprenticeship
growth in Northern California grant; and

WHEREAS, The grant does not require an Annual Salary Ordinance amendment; and

WHEREAS, The grant includes a provision that requires the City to indemnify and hold
harmless the James Irvine Foundation for any claims in connection with accepting and
expending the grant funds, which has been approved by the City Risk Manager pursuant to
Administrative Code, Section 1.24; and

WHEREAS, The Project budget includes provision of indirect costs in the amount of

$65,000 calculated at 10 percent of the estimated total direct costs; now, therefore, be it
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RESOLVED, That the Board of Supervisors hereby approves the inclusion of indirect
costs in the grant budget; and, be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Office of Economic and Workforce Development is
responsible for oversight of funding from The James Irvine Foundation; and, be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the Office of
Economic and Workforce Development to accept and expend, on behalf of the City and
County of San Francisco, a grant from The James Irvine Foundation, for the Northern
California Apprentice Network and apprenticeship growth in Northern California grant in the
amount of $675,000; and, be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Director of the Office of Economic and Workforce

Development is authorized to enter into the Agreement on behalf of the City.
